Putting Streaming QuickTime movies on the Internet

Preparation:

1. Make a movie with iMovie.

2. Choose to export as a “Streaming Video QuickTime movie”

Uploading the movie to the IT department’s streaming video server:

The following can only be done on a networked Macintosh in Aderhold Hall:

1. Go to finder.

2. Click on “Go” in the menubar.

3. Select “Connect to Server…”

4. Enter “it1.coe.uga.edu” and press “connect”
5. Enter “student” for both the username and password.
6. Choose “steamingdrive” (that’s not a typo!)
7. Open the “shared items” folder
8. (Create your own folder if you don’t already have one.)
9. Copy your movie into your folder using correct Internet naming conventions (file should end with extension .mov)
10. The URL to play your movie would be something like the following:

http://it1.coe.uga.edu/folder_name/movie_name.mov
