The web site is worth 20 points. Here are the criteria:

1.  Sketch:  drawn on paper or with Inspiration (or any drawing software).  This may be submitted early for preliminary approval.  You will receive 5 points if your sketch includes all the required components. 

(see #2). 

2.  Complete: you get 8 points for including the required elements. These are:

· Homepage

· Mission statement

· Calendar 

· Links (relevant)

· Circulation policy for students, staff, and parents

· Copyright page

· Services (including hours)

· Personnel

Elements are worth 1 point each.

3.  Consistent with Information Power philosophy:  2 points.  Everything on your site should agree with what we've learned about how media centers should operate.  If you know there is a problem, please explain in a special memo to me. Deduct up to 1 point per problem.

4.  Functional: 1 point. 

· All links work and lead to the place indicated. 

· Pictures and animations (use animations sparingly!) are visible (instead of the broken graphic symbol) 

Deduct .25 per obvious functional problem. If it's not an obvious problem, then it won’t hurt you (like an animation that isn't moving). 

5.  Legible: 1 point.  

· All text is completely readable. 

· You've avoided color combinations that cause text to be hard to read. 

· Fonts are large enough. 

· Placement of text doesn't overlap with pictures in such a way that it can't be read (see hint about browsers on the assignment description). 

· Pictures are identifiable (you can tell what the figures are supposed to be). 

Deduct .25 for each legibility problem. 

6. Communication: 1 point.


· Grammar and typing are error-free. 

· Writing is clear. 

Deduct  .1 per minor error (most will fall in this category), or up to .25 for an error that “jumps out,”  like a misspelling in a title. 

7. Personal Growth:  2 points.

· Statement reflects substantial amount of growth for each group member (whatever the starting point, progress occurred.)  
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
